Scholarship Opportunities at AECS

Scholarship amounts are awarded based on students' service hours to the AECS community, their
roles, levels of involvement, and dedication. Please review the following descriptions for detailed
information:

Full Working Scholarship: This scholarship covers full tuition, lodging, and meals. A stipend
of Rs. 1000 per month will be provided after a three-month probationary period. Students
awarded the full working scholarship will be required to serve the community during
vacations (fully) as well as dedicate 90-120 minutes per day (with half-day commitment on
Saturdays) during the academic year.

Tender-Love-Care Scholarship: 10% scholarship will be given to any STUDENT who comes
from a politically persecuted area such as a particular region in Myanmar, Manipur (The
faculty and staff will make the determination (who demonstrates his/her financial need). He
or she needs to show his/her financial need in writing.

Regional Scholarship: This scholarship is available for students from South India, particularly
those from states with fewer than 10% Christians. Additional considerations will be taken on
a case-by-case basis depending on AECS's circumstances during the academic year.
Academic Scholarship: 10%-15% Scholarships will be awarded to students recognized for
their exemplary academic performance at AECS (2 students from DTh or BTh; 2 students
from MDiv.; 1 student from MTh or DMin.). The scholarship will be given to only deserving
students.

Ambassador Scholarship: A 10% scholarship (10% of the total amount paid to AECS by the
student whom you brought to AECS. This amount will be credited to your student account
once the person you brought pays in full) will be awarded to students for each individual
they bring to AECS as a result of their ambassadorial efforts.

Ministry Scholarship (Koinonia): Scholarships ranging from 5% to 20% will be awarded based
on the number of hours served and the level of faithfulness in serving the AECS community.
For examples, serving the AECS community 2 or more hours a day will result in 20%
scholarship.

Doulos Committee (Servant) Scholarship: Scholarships between 15% to 20% (doulos chair)
will be awarded to seven student leaders who demonstrate faithful service to the community
(only 4 doulos committee members will be appointed). The faculty will observe the students’
dedication.

Praise Leader Scholarship: One student (or staff student) will be selected to lead the AECS
community in praise and will receive a 20% scholarship. This individual will be responsible for
training and disciplining the praise team members on a weekly basis. An assistant praise
leader will also support the praise leader, receiving a scholarship of 15%. The faculty will
observe the students’ dedication.

Worship Team Members Scholarship (praise member, instrument member,
sound/projector person): Students serving as worship team members in their second year or
beyond will receive scholarships ranging from 10% to 15% based on their involvement and
dedication (only 3 students will be selected). The faculty will observe the students’
dedication.

Sunday School Teachers’ Scholarship: Sunday school teachers will receive scholarships
ranging from 10% to 15%, depending on their role, level of involvement, and dedication.
Scholarships will commence from the second year of service as Sunday school teachers. The
faculty will observe the students’ dedication.
